Goal: to form children's holistic view of nature and the place of human in it, ecological literacy 
and culture, the ability to love the world around them and take care of it. 

Tasks: 

¶ Expand and strengthen the knowledge of young children about nature and its 
protection.  

¶ involving children in solving problems related to the conservation of natural objects;  

¶ sharing of experience of teachers in the field of environmental awareness of young 
children  

Relevance:  

In preschool childhood, the basis of personality is formed, including the attitude to nature and 
the world around us. Preschool facility in Russia is the first link in the system of continuous 
environmental education and upbringing, so we, teachers, form t he basis of a culture of 
rational nature management for preschoolers, which contributes to understanding various 
aspects of human interaction with nature. For successful work and teaching, teachers 
constantly come up with and implement innovative and inter esting forms of teaching children. 
So to study the topic of protecting the Earth, they came up with an environmental quest -festival 
"Children on guard of the Earth!".  The theme of the quest-festival was the holiday 
"International Earth Day", which is annua lly celebrated around the world on March 20. Today, 
Earth Day is a worldwide movement of citizen initiatives to protect the planet as a common 
Global Home, combining many different events and actions, both environmental and 
ecological, and peace-keeping. So our teachers together with the children created their own 
environmental movement, which helped all participants understand that we are all together, 
and each of us individually is responsible for the Earth, and each of us can preserve and 
increase its beauty. This is not so much a holiday as an interesting event that allowed us to 
think again about the problems of a fragile and vulnerable environment, the problems of 
human relationships with the world around us.

Project title: Ecological quest-festival "Children on guard of the Earth!"  

Project description: 

The quest-festival started on February 1, 2020 and lasted until March 1, 2020. We invited 

our country's teachers and their students to participate in the Ecological quest-festival 

"Children on guard of the Earth!" Especially for this event, we have developed the 

Regulations of the quest-festival (document), in which we described in detail how to 

participate and what tasks to perform in order to pass this ecological quest together with 

children. In order to involve as many kindergartens as possible, we have created an 

electronic mailing list for more than 500 kindergartens in Russia.  



Our quest-festival was performed according to a special program, in which tasks and 

deadlines were scheduled for completing these tasks.

Description of tasks of the quest-festival "Children on guard of the Earth!": 

Task #1 "Presentation of the team "Hey everyone! Here we are!" 

 The team of each kindergarten participant (which accepted the invitation to 

participate) had to come up with the name of their team and send a mini video presentation 

of the team. The children came up with the names of the teams and sent interesting 

information about the participants in their videos. 

 

Task #2 "Our country is our treasure"  

It is well-known that each region of our country (Russia) has its own unique 

representatives of flora and fauna, which are listed in the "Red book of Russia" as 

endangered species. The team had to collect information about such plants and animals of 

each region. A photo report on how children get acquainted with these representatives of 

the flora and fauna of our country shall be provided. For that, teachers have come up with 

interesting classes, conversations, games, and of course their favourite method - "Create 

your own unique book about endangered animals and plants". Children drew and wrote 

their own impressions, pasted photos of animals and created their own little stories on the 

pages of the handmade book. 

 

Task #3 "Agents of waste recycling" 

  In this task, children and teachers were invited to become real agents and get 

acquainted with the product labels. To do this, they went for an interesting walk to the 

stores of their locality. Children were asked to find products with labels:

Children with great pleasure completed this task and now know a lot about the fact that 

all products are marked, that the marking of goods is different, that manufacturers do not 

have the right to put a certain marking on their goods without receiving of a corresponding 

certificate. This task helps children to know and understand the world around them since 

early childhood. As a report, the teams sent photos of their interesting trip. 



 

Task #4 "Ecological week" 

Nowadays, environmental weeks in Russian kindergartens have become very popular and 

in demand, as this is how information is most effectively covered and spread. The task of 

the teams was to hold interesting events in their kindergarten from February 24 to 

February 29: ecological classes; organization of the collection of recyclables (waste paper, 

batteries, plastic, etc.); arrangement of a flashmob to attract everyone to environmental 

issues; drawing posters on the theme "Flora and fauna of our country".  

 

Task #5 "Until the last speck - time to create!"  

The children had to face a very interesting task. From the recyclables collected during 

ecological weeks, they were offered to make a craft in the form of an animal or plant that 

is listed in the Red Book. As a report, teams sent a Power Point presentation, which tells 

about the craft. 

Conclusion: 

In our environmental quest-festival "Children of the guardian of the Earth!"  took part 

more than 4,600 children, 580 teachers, 120 families and 28 student volunteers. 

The benefits of participation was the build awareness among those who involved in the 

educational process to the objects of the environment. 

Building a culture of responsible management of the environment It is currently one of 

the in the leading task of present-day realities at the national and the whole world levels. 

The experience was summarized and presented in the convenient visual forms and 

distributed among pedagogues community. 

Everyone may obtain all the necessary information materials. In this way, the pedagogues 

can share their experience with children and get the benefit from the experience of other 

teachers.
